Mark Alford is the former chair of the 
physics department at Washington 
University in Saint Louis. He grew up in 
the UK and studied physics at Oxford 
University. After receiving his Ph.D. from 
Harvard University, he held research 
positions at U.C. Santa Barbara, Cornell 
University, the Institute for Advanced 
Study in Princeton, and M.I.T., and then 
a lectureship at Glasgow University. 
Since 2003 he has been a member of the 
physics faculty at WashU, where he was 
department chair from 2012 to 2022. 

Prof. Alford’s research operates at the 
intersection of astrophysics, nuclear 
physics, and particle physics, focusing 
on the theory of ultra dense matter in 
neutron stars. Prof. Alford also teaches a 
course on Physics of Sustainable Energy, 
introducing non-science students to the 
methods of physics. He developed this 
course as an expression of his interest in 
communicating key concepts of physics 
to the broadest possible audience.

This exclusive Total Solar Eclipse Tour to Spain is designed for 
Washington University in St. Louis Alumni and Friends who 
are interested in observing a total solar eclipse and exploring 
the history and culture of Barcelona and Mallorca. Please note 
that some accommodations, the eclipse viewing vessel, and 
the Fabra Observatory will be shared by University of Virginia 
Alumni, and other educational affinity groups.

(24°C) to 88°F (31°C). Travel is by private coach, boat, and plane 
with a high-speed train on the Pre-Tour extension. Since some 
travel in Mallorca will be relatively remote, everyone must be 
flexible with time schedules and willing to explore spectacular 
natural areas and small towns. Program participants requiring 
extraordinary assistance must be accompanied by someone 

who can and will provide all required assistance. To help you 
choose the trip best suited for you and to ensure the smooth 
and efficient operation of our tour, we describe this trip as 
moderately active.

Please keep in mind 
that because viewing the total solar eclipse will be weather-
dependent, there is always a chance that passengers will 
not be able to view it or view it only for a short time. Neither 
Royal Adventures nor Washington University guarantees the 
viewing of the total solar eclipse.
